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Catchments
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A catchment is a specific area of the 
landscape that collects rainfall and 

allows it to flow through rivers, lakes 
and groundwater to reach the sea.

The health of water within a 
catchment reflects both the natural 
attributes and the human activities 
occurring within that specific area.
